MRC SUPREMO – a Phase III randomised trial to assess the role of adjuvant chest wall irradiation in intermediate risk breast cancer after mastectomy.

Congratulations to Dr Hatton and all the site staff at Weston Park Hospital in Sheffield who were the best recruiting site in 2012, recruiting a fantastic 15 patients within the year. The trial team would like to welcome Nicolas Dif who has taken over from Valerie Pouillon as a new project manager at the EORTC (European Organisation for Research and Treatment of Cancer).  Nicolas will continue to work alongside Livia Giurgea on the Supremo trial.  We would like to take this opportunity to thank Valerie for her continuous hard work on Supremo and wish her all the best for her future projects.  
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All patients should remain on physical follow up for the full trial follow up (10 years); sites are reminded that each patient consents to this at the start of the trial.   Any centres that do cease physical follow up post 5 years should confirm their policy in advance and detail how they will conduct follow up for all patients. 
· For any patients inadvertently discharged at 5 years attempts should be made to recall these patients for physical follow up visits.
If any patients decline physical follow up for specific reasoning (i.e. travelling long distances to site) then telephone based consultations should be scheduled at annual follow up time points so this valuable data can be retrieved.

Data Management – Recurrence Data

Data should be collected for all first recurrences and for all chest wall and loco-regional recurrences even if not the first event. 

Data will be collected for all second primary events. 

If a previous recurrence has been reported (and a CRF page submitted to ISD) and a second event needs to be recorded at a later date, please amend the copy recurrence page at site, initial and date the change as per GCP guidelines and send it to ISD. Prior to sending, copy the page for retention at site. Please note: ISD cannot accept changes on a CRF without a wet ink signature and date, without this a query will be raised.

1300 patients have now consented to donate tissue for TRANS-SUPREMO.  We are pleased to report that the laboratory based in Edinburgh has 1115 of these samples so far and in addition to these 187 blocks have been received at the lab for pathology audit purposes.
