Tissue Block Collection
The laboratory has noted that histopathology reports are being sent in with pathology blocks in some cases. The lab must destroy these reports in line with GLP guidelines therefore please do not send copies of these reports to the laboratory. 

Anonymised copies of histopathology reports must be sent to ISD CCTT only along with accompanying CRF pages. Histopathology reports for all surgeries relating to the primary tumour are required.
Data Management 

Acute and Late morbidity must be completed for all patients even those not receiving radiotherapy. This is an important aspect of the trial so must be completed. Please ensure this is captured at each patient visit.
